Recycled

Recycling involves taking a used item and reprocessing it into something else. New products are
made of two main kinds of recycled content: PCR (Post Consumer Use materials) and PIR (Post
Industrial materials such as scraps and trimmings). Many of our products fall into this category - look
for the green leaf symbol throughout the catalog!
